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Regency Hospital Visit

On 8 May, the nurses and staff of Regency Hospital took time
out of their busy schedule to come and speak with our
students in Primary 1 through IGCSE1 about health and
cleanliness.

Their first presentation was on proper eating habits for young
people. Students learned about the food that they should eat
as well as food that they should avoid. The staff of Regency
used fun games and songs to remind students about the
importance of a healthy diet. By the end of the session,
students were able to identify ways they could improve their
daily diet.

The second presentation provided information on how to
properly wash your hands. Students learned how to prevent
the spread of germs by washing their hands frequently
throughout the day. In addition, students were shown the
proper technique for washing their hands through the use of
music.

We are truly grateful for the Regency Hospital visit. We hope
that we can conduct another session with their qualified staff
again in the near future.
